14. Alton Mill B CHPIF turns Millstone to Jewel in the Crown
Catherine Nasmith

Because the program barely got started in Ontario the cancellation of the Commercial Heritage Properties Incentive Fund (CHPIF) will
have little obvious impact, but its loss without any hint of a replacement program is a big step backwards for the federal government.

One of the few projects in Ontario that did get financing before the Fund!s recent demise is the rehabilitation of the Alton Mill in
Caledon. Jordan and Jeremy Grant who tried unsuccessfully to get this project off the ground for 15 years are clear OThis project simply
would not have been possible without this federal program.O

CHPIF funding was the keystone, stabilizing an arch made of several community partnerships and levering a second grant from the
Ontario Rural Economic Development (RED) fund. With government support in place, private investors followed. The project remains
on a shoestring, but is moving forward at long last.

Jordan and Jeremy inherited the property from their father Jack who bought it in 1989, but was unable to develop it before he died.
Jeremy Grant quipped at a recent conference OWére not sure if the inheritance is the jewel in the crown or a millstone around our
necks. Welre thrilled to at long last be able to see our father!s vision for this place realized. Every year of delay caused further
deterioration of the building and that pushed that dream further and further out of reach.O

The Alton Mill is a complex of late nineteenth century stone mill buildings right next to the famous Millcroft Inn. It is the last of the many
water-powered mills that were once along Shaw!s Creek. Located 10 miles south of Orangeville in the picture postcard village of Alton,
its derelict heavy timber and stone buildings are romantic and evocative, the spaces filled with the magical sound of water in motion. It
retains much of its 1880-s generating equipment that is planned to remain as part of an interpretive display. But its location in the flood
plain also severely limits the uses the buildings can be put to and presented approval challenges. One block that was in better condition
was renovated in the late nineties and is home to about 6 artists and artisans, but the rest was too derelict for restoration to be financed
from the modest income stream from artists.

The Mill will be restored as an arts centre, home to the Headwaters Arts Festival with a small cafZ. The pond has been offered to the
town to be restored for community recreation use, and PURE, a local energy co-operative, is investigating restoring the electricity
generating capacity of the site. However, the restoration of the dam and pond, which are considered part of the heritage attributes of
the mill complex, was subject to a separate CHPIF application pending an environmental assessment. The cancellation of the
programme means this aspect of the project may be in jeopardy and the portion of the $1 million committed by CHPIF to the project that
would have gone to the dam and pond restoration may not be able to be utilized.

A wonderful companion to the established Millcroft Inn, the Alton Mill will bring about the kind of renewal in this community that only the
arts can accomplish. "



New space should be available for occupancy next summer.

16. Port Dalhousie Update

The Regional Council, the second tier of government that must vote on the proposed redevelopment in Port Dalhousie has voted 17-4
in favour of the development. PROUD volunteers who have been fighting the project are very disappointed. In this matter Regional
Council upheld the decision of the St. Catharines City Council and voted against the advice of their own planning staff and from the
Ministry of Culture.

PROUD are now preparing to appeal the decisions of both the local and regional councils at the Ontario Municipal Board, and have
retained the services of lawyer Jane Pepino.

17. Arts and Crafts: What is it Really?

Doug Brown Author of Eden Smith: Toronto!s Arts and Crafts Architect

Recently | joined a walk through south Rosedale sponsored by Heritage Toronto, in which houses designed by Samuel Hamilton
Townsend, and the Tudor Revival houses in the Kingsway, were said to be Arts and Crafts. Just two days earlier an article by Dave
LeBlanc in the Globe and Mail had identified houses by architects Nicholson and MacBeth in St Catharines as Arts and Crafts. The
homes referred to in both cases were extremely attractive and contained many clever ideas - but they were not Arts and Crafts.

The Arts and Crafts or Craft Guild Movement started in England in the mid 1880s as a protest against the industrial revolution and the
debasement of the applied and decorative arts that accompanied it. In addition to architecture it included furniture, decoration for homes
and churches, and most forms of art and design used in everyday living, excluding the fine arts. Thus it was a reform movement rather
than a style. Its architecture was based largely on the principles of architect A.W.N. Pugin, art critic John Ruskin, and writer, poet and
designer William Morris. Morris had synthesized and applied concepts derived from Ruskin and the Pre-Raphaelite group of artists to
his designs, his craftsmanship and his life, and is generally looked upon as the father of the Arts and Crafts Movement.

In practice, this reform movement encouraged the use of handcraftsmanship in the production of goods, nature as the inspiration for
fabric and wallpaper designs, and natural materials - preferably local - in construction. It taught that a building was most beautiful that



best served its intended function, and that this function must be apparent to all. Nothing must be hidden, no materials used to imitate
other materials (e.g. plaster to imitate stone), and decoration was to be used, if at all, solely to enrich the structural elements of a
building. St Thomas!s Anglican Church, Huron Street, in Toronto, is probably one of the best examples of this philosophy to be found
anywhere.

The Arts and Crafts Movement was short lived. It began in 1884 with the founding of the Art Workers! Guild and ended in England with
the First World War. In Canada it lasted to about 1920, to be replaced by an interest in antiques and period revival architecture. In
Toronto the most consistent Arts and Crafts architect was Eden Smith, whose practice (started in 1891) declined between about 1915
and 1920 due to the change in taste.

The early 20" century work of Hamilton Townsend, the 1920s houses by Nicholson and MacBeth, and the 1930s homes of Kingsway
Park were not part of this reform movement. Rather, they followed in the footsteps of the late 19" century Old English Style of British
architect Richard Norman Shaw and his partner William Eden Nesfield, which was derived from mainly 17" century rural vernacular
models found in Kent, Surrey and Sussex. Today Shaw!s name is most closely associated with this style, which was planned as a
picturesque rural form that would appeal to the newly rich, country-loving middle classes. Many buildings in this tradition are charming
and full of character, but they were not deliberately designed and built according to the ideals of the Arts and Crafts Movement, nor with
the same intent.

You used to be able to get a room at the Alhambra Hotel for $1 a night -- which in 1886 that meant the joint was real high-class. When
the white-trimmed, bay-windowed Alhambra, one of Vancouver's oldest buildings, was threatened recently by an obtrusive development
scheme, the building's cause was taken up by heritage activists, the City of Vancouver and a federal pilot project, the Commercial
Heritage Properties Incentive Fund. The CHPIF agreed to consider the Alhambra's application for preservation money. Then, last week,
during its wide-ranging purge of "wasteful programs," Ottawa discontinued the $30-million fund. Now the Alhambra's fate is back in
limbo.

Canada puts its mark on Moscow
With the Russian capital booming, a Toronto firm has designed a massive, billion-dollar 'indoor city core' complex near the Kremlin.

Big. It's possibly the biggest international commission ever for a Canadian architect. It's certainly one of the biggest in Moscow, capital
of a country that doesn't think small. "This project, which will be out in the Russian press this month, is four city blocks long," declares
architect Brian Brishin, "twice the length of Toronto's Eaton Centre, with a huge, 6,000-seat concert hall and an atrium as big as five
football fields." Brisbin leads what sounds like a glamorous life. He's climbed Mount Kilimanjaro and flown his DC-3 across Greenland,
and makes calls on his cellphone from places such as Nigeria and Rome. Like his Russian project, he's big and rangy, even when
folded into a boardroom chair at the downtown Toronto firm of Brisbin Brooks Beynon (known among other Toronto architects

as "the Killer Bs"). Brisbin may be Canada's least-known major architect. Though his sleek condo tower plan at the Royal Ontario
Museum was squelched last year, it didn't break his stride. His firm is currently redesigning New York's Madison Square Garden. BBB,
which did Vancouver's General Motors Place, has expertise in large concert spaces, anything bigger than 3,000 seats. Sound distorts
as it travels through such large interiors, so Brisbin invented and patented SmartSeats, with computerized digital signal processing to
correct for time delays ("to give the reflected sound time to get to your ears," he explains).
